   Speaking of weather, which consisted mostly of rain and wind for much of the weekend, with varying intensity 
ranging from fairly calm to wind gusts and rain showers that often lasted through the night.  As a consequence all 
fun activities were conducted indoors including the "phone call".  The carve-along was a Love Spoon in keeping with 
the Valentine's Day theme.  Darryl produced heart shaped bowls for every couple in attendance.  The bowls were 
crafted from a variety of wood species including walnut, maple, oak, milo and a couple of others.  The technique for 
this project was of interest, starting with a one inch thick dimension board and utilizing a scroll saw, Darryl started 
the cuts from the interior of the piece and by angling the blade, made a one piece bowl that will stand up when 
pressed from the middle.  Alternatively, it will return to the flat shape by pressing on the edges.  Very attractive 
and  highly prized items for the recipients.   
   Gayle furnished the craft project which was yarn and paper clip necklaces, a very attractive and useful object. 
   There was a field trip on Saturday to the home of Dewey Harmon, deceased member of CTC, at the invitation of 
his daughter, Chrissie Brewer to sell some of Dewey's tools and supplies.  There was also an opportunity to talk 
briefly with Mrs. Harmon about the CTC activities when her husband was active in carving. 
   Following the campout on Sunday, Thrashers and Hopkins traveled on to the Riverside County Fair grounds in 
Indio to participate in the wood carving and story telling (tall tales) demonstrations during the fair run, February 12-
